The Academy - Terms & Conditions of Enrolment

Here are the formal terms and conditions of enrolment:

1. All classes must be paid for by term in advance . Once a student has enroled he/she is expected to

commit to class for a minimum of one year.

2. Failure to notify the office in writing if you are not returning to class before a new term begins or
cancelling half way through a term will result in f ull fee being charged for that term.  All places are

retained for a student in a class for the 3terms o f the current academy year (Sept. — June).

3. It is academy policy for all students to wear the correct uniform and that there hair is tied back. The academy
uniform, tap and jazz shoes are available for purchase at reduced rates from the academy and should be

worn to all classes.

4. Jewellery should not be worn , as this can be a distraction and prove dangerous to others in class.

5. All parents should ensure that Teeny Tot students use the bathroom before class begins.

6. Students who are 10 minutes or more late willnotb e able to participate in class

7. Students are under the care of academy staff ONLY  during a timetabled class. Please collect your
child at the correct time.

8. All children under 10 years must be collected by a parent or guardian from class entrance.

9. Students are not to run in the complex, chew gum in class, or take food or drinks into class (except
bottled water).

10. Students may enrol at any time throughout the year except in the immediate lead-up to the annual

concert. Please be aware that students will be placed on a waiting list until a vacancy arises

11. Students are encouraged to leave mobile phones at home. If they must bring a mobile phone to class, it

should be turned off during class
